The IGCSE is based on the British curriculum (GCSE) but adapted for a more
internationally-focused student body. Assessments are done mainly by examination
through the exam board of the school’s choice. The most well-known are Cambridge
Assessment International Education that we are working with at the moment.
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The IGCSE is excellent preparation for further international study as well as entry to
international universities. In fact, some teachers observe that students who have done
the IGCSE tend to have solid understanding of foundational concepts to build on in the
IBDP.
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MIS and Virtual Learning
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We, at MIS, embrace and integrate the “Blended Learning” approach to achieve a more

engaging learning process. It is the combination of the traditional classroom teaching

methods with digital learning opportunities through its comprehensive online Learning
Management System (LMS).
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MIS virtual/online learning platform fosters independent learning and promotes
engagement outside the classroom physical arrangement where students have the chance
to access the material taught in class on daily basis supported by self-learning resources,
tutorials, PPTs, and videos to enrich the curriculum. SAVVAS is an online platform that MIS
utilizes to assign HW tasks to our students which gives students constructive and
spontaneous feedback to help them set their own personal goals. MIS has also developed a
student-friendly dashboard where students and parents can navigate tabs related to HW
assignments, schedules, progress reports, results, notifications, online assignment links
using personal accounts and passwords provided by the school.
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MIS has tremendously developed this blended learning experience to meet the unprecedented
challenges of virtual learning inflected by Covid-19 pandemic. This year’s blended learning
approach has proven to be very successful in promoting self-learning and engagement. It also
allowed us to collect data generated from formative and summative assessments in the process
of monitoring and evaluating our students’ attainment and progress intervening accurately
wherever is applicable. We adapted and adjusted our strategies to continue teaching effectively
through our distance education plan via our online platform. We, at MIS, offered virtual classes to
all o four students in the different phases (K-12) to enrich the experience of students being able to
interact and engage with their teachers, which in turn contributed to the successful completion of
the academic skills and standards relevant to grade levels following our curriculum maps and
yearly plans.
